
 
 
 
 

A recent article in the Advocate highlighted the increasing carbon footprint of the Baton Rouge metropolitan area over the past several 
years. A national survey showed that between 2000-2005 this footprint grew at almost three times the per capita rate, mostly due to the 
lack of regional transportation. There are many ways an individual can reduce their carbon footprint--which is their amount of carbon 
dioxide that contributes to global warming. Driving more fuel efficient cars, changing incandescent light bulbs to compact fluorescent 
bulbs, buying energy appliances, signing up for green energy, and recycling your computer for reuse.  
 

Reusing just one computer with a CRT with a monitor saves: 
·  30 lbs of hazardous waste 
·  77 lbs of solid waste 
·  147 lbs (17.5 gallons) of water from being polluted 
·  32 tons of air from being polluted 
·  1,333 lbs of CO2 from being emitted 
·  7,719 kilowatts of energy 

 

This is equivalent to taking ½ of a car off the road, saving 68% of one US 
household's allotment of electricity for a year for a net costs savings of $670. 

·  The energy required to produce a new computer is enough to run a 
computer for 10 years  

·  The energy saved by extending the life of your computer by a year could 
run it for 2 years  

·  Help put a stop to the 220 million tons of e-Waste generated annually in 
the US
